
What is Modernization/State of Good Repair?

State of Good Repair (SGR) refers to maintaining public transportation assets in a condition at or above a target level 
in which performance and safety are not compromised.  Here’s what that means: systems with bus and rail assets in 
a State of Good Repair experience fewer breakdowns, and have greater opportunities to innovate/expand.

History
